There
are 12 openings for each day (Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday and Friday).

TIME & COST

Morning Class students go directly to Lunch Bunch at the end of the regular school session at 11:15 and
stay until 12:45. The cost is $19 per day.

® Lunch Bunch slots are purchased on an annual basis. Payments are due quarterly. The 15t quarter
payment will be due by May 14, 2010 to hold your child’s spot for the 2010-2011 school year.

® |f a parent chooses to withdraw his/her child from the program, the parent is still responsible for
the remaining yearly payment (until the Lunch Bunch coordinator is able to fill the slot).

FOOD ALLERGIES

Some students have food allergies that must be monitored both at snack time and lunch. It is our
intention to make all reasonable accommodations (without imposing undue hardship on other enrolled
students) to insure minimal risk of contamination by known allergens.

Parents of students with diagnosed/suspected food allergies are required to conference with the teachers
before the opening of Lunch Bunch to discuss strategies for reducing risk and developing a food allergy
action plan. Final placement in Lunch Bunch is subject to approval by L.L.L. staff and is determined on
a case-by-case basis, following parent/teacher consultation.

LOTTERY

Lunch Bunch slots are filled by lottery, giving all children a chance to participate in the program. Please
complete the application and return it to the address below by APRIL 1, 2010.

Lottery Process
A “three tiered” approach will be used for the 2010-2011 Lunch Bunch lottery. The purpose is to give each child the
